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Admissions criteria

It is important that you are aware of the admissions criteria before application to The Haven.

The Haven is not emergency accommodation and all referrals must go through a clearly defined process.

The Haven is not equipped to carry out detoxification. On arrival you will be referred to a local G.P.

All applicants must have read the contents of the applicant's pack and complete an application form before an interview can be arranged.
All applicants must supply our medical questionnaire/s before admission to The Haven.
All interviews are conducted face to face; there are no phone interviews.
The Haven may not admit applicants who are:

· Currently taking valium or require prescribed valium during their stay 

· Are taking in excess of 40mls methadone 

· Have a current psychiatric disorder

· Require special care 

· Have a conviction for arson

· Have a history of self harm 

· Have recently attempted suicide

The Haven reserves the right to rescind the offer of accommodation where undisclosed information comes to light or an applicant turns up for admission under the influence of drugs or alcohol.
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
