DAVID'S STORY TESTI Mo N I Es

Until coming to know Jesus Christ as my Lord and Saviour, my whole adult life has been controlled by heroin
addiction. I had come to a point in my life that | never thought possible; | was a homeless drug addict. It says in
Psalm 119v71 "It was good for me that | was afflicted that | might learn your degrees” - this has been my story.
It was good for me to fall so badly in order that I might learn about God and how much | am loved by Him.

Drugs for me started when | joined High School. During my last year | was introduced to heroin. | did not enjoy it
at first but continued to take it in order to be accepted in the group. These habits went on for 16 years. So here |
was with no life and no hope.

| started going on to the Teen Challenge 'coffee bar' bus which parked each Monday evening outside the homeless centre in
Greenock. The workers on the bus arranged for me to have an interview at The Haven Kilmacolm and | was accepted on to their
programme in September 2009.

During my time here | have come to know that there is a God who loves me and wants only the best for me in life. God has restored my health to me and relationships
with family but most importantly He has given me a hope for the future.

I have just completed the first 44 week stage of the programme and have now moved onto stage 2 at The Bothy. On 30th August | will be enrolling in the Teen
Challenge School of Ministry for their 12 month course.

I thank Jesus every day for setting me free!

I'was just ten years old the first time | took a drink of alcohol. | found that it helped my confidence and helped

me to fit in with my friends. It was the start of a thirteen year addiction.

I'lost a lot of friends due to my behaviour and many relationships were destroyed. | became so depressed and

desperate that | began self harming. | tried a secular rehab but it made no difference. Nothing had changed.

I decided to to give God a go and then came to The Haven in May 2009,

Since | asked Christ to save me, my life has changed dramatically; my family relationships have been restored;

I've now got an endless hope instead of a hopeless end; I've been able to deal with all the pain, guilt and the

shame that my past had brought upon me. My attitude and my behaviour have seen a dramatic turnaround. I've

never been so happy before, even though life can still be a struggle and I'm at peace that my future is secure with Jesus.
I now have a reason to live.

STEVEN’S STORY s

I'am 29 years old and for 15 years of my life I was caught up in drink and drug addiction. | started drinking and taking drugs when | was at school to try and 'fit in'
and find acceptance; but quickly my life spiralled out of control and | became a liar, a thief and a cheat. | couldn't be trusted and didn't like myself very much which
made me depressed.

My life started to change when, | believe, God sent someone to help me and tell me that my life didn't need to
be like it was. The man was a Christian and was full of God's love. He fed me, took me to church and helped me
to come to The Haven.

I arrived at The Haven on 12th February 2009 a broken man. | wanted to be free from drugs but didn't really
want anything to do with Christianity as | was very sceptical. Within a couple of months | realised that my problem
wasn't just drink and drugs; it was sin.

Through the support and teachings | received here | was finally able to forgive myself and others for what had
gone on in my life. | have been clean now for 19 months and have had my family life restored to me; I also have a hope which
isn't found at the bottom of a bottle.

I thank The Haven for all their support; | thank everyone who helped me along the way but most of all | thank God for my new life!

The main focus of the day was the opening of our new building ‘Shalom’. We
were privileged to have Earl Stocker from Times Square Church, New York
officiating at this ceremony. Earl had previously headed up the work team from
New York in November which had greatly assisted in the construction of the
building.

Earl's message focused on looking at the Giver rather than the gift. We thank
God for His provision of our new building and trust Him to bless those who stay
in it. This new building will allow us to increase our accommodation allocation
by a further 6 young men.

Prayer balloons representing each resident in The Haven were released as the
ribbon was cut. The residents sang ‘When peace like a river’ as they reflected
on the peace they had experienced from God during their stay at The Haven.
Over £3000 was raised throughout the day and this money will go towards
furnishing our new premises.

June for an evening of praise, testimony and drama.
The praise team from Ambassador Hall in Port Glasgow led us in praise and
worship. Earl Stocker from Times Square Church in New York and Stuart
Patterson formerly of Teen Challenge testified of God's amazing love in their
lives as they were delivered of a life of drugs and crime.
Residents of The Haven performed in a drama called ‘Colours of Life’.
This was an adaptation of the story of Joseph through music and drama which
was compiled and directed by The Haven.
